court cost and special expense fee by the appearance date on your citation.

It is further DECREED that at the conclusion of the deferral period, if the defendant presents satisfactory
evidence that he/she has complied with the requirements imposed, this Court shall dismiss the complaint; that
upon such dismissal the sum submitted above will serve as a special expense; and that Failure to pay your
fees by the deferral date or receiving a violation during your deferral period will violate your Deferred
Disposition Order. Failure to comply with any part of the Deferral Order will result in a $200 fine due in full and
a conviction report on your driving record.
