2018 was another great year for the City of Alvin, as steady, controllable 

growth continued.  Over the last year, the City issued 31 new commercial 

permits, with a total value of just under $34 million in developer invest-

ments.  Perhaps the most noticeable of these new developments would be 

Westover Plaza, located at 1200 N. Bypass 35.  The new retail center offers a 

variety of options, including Red Oak Café, Mr. Sombrero’s Mexican Restau-

rant, America’s Home Place custom homebuilders, Izzy’s Vapors and Good-

fellas Barber Shop, all of which are already open to the public.  Westover 

Plaza will also soon be home to TJ Reed’s, a gourmet hamburger restaurant.  

While Westover Plaza is easily recognizable from Bypass 35, Alvin continues 

to support entrepreneurial endeavors, such as Scot Bryant Insurance Agency 

and Rocket Boom Coffee, both located in downtown Alvin.  We are excited 

to welcome these new businesses to Alvin, and are just as excited to see the 

existing businesses flourish.  Throughout the year, the City issued 40 per-

mits for commercial additions and/or remodels, for

The Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) will begin 

improvements to Bypass 35 on the evening of Tuesday, 

March 12th.  TxDOT will be diamond grinding all concrete 

surfaces of the driving lanes and intersections approximately 

1/2”, while also doing point repairs on the shoulders as 

needed.  TxDOT will then be doing asphalt milling and resur-

facing on the entire roadway with 1.5” asphalt.  The project 

begins at the south end of the Bypass near the YMCA, and 

will continue along the Bypass to the north side of town near 

where Bypass 35 and Business 35 meet.  Once the north-

bound lanes are completed, TxDOT will begin the same im-

provements to the southbound lanes.  The entire project is 

expected to take 145 days.  In order to minimize traffic con-

gestion, the majority of the work will be done from 7:00 p.m. 

until 6:00 a.m. Sunday through Thursday, and will be consol-

idated to one lane at a time.  Please plan accordingly and be 

considerate of fellow motorists and construction crews.
